Exercise 6: Bombing in Bogotá

Using “The Associated Press Stylebook” as a guide, edit the following wire service news article for style, spelling, grammar, logic, syntax and factual errors. Also correct any awkward writing. Include comments about any information  in the story that is incomplete or illogical.


BOGOTÁ, Columbia  ( An explosion near a police bus killed two people and wounded 10 other officers and civilian police employees early Tuesday.


A government spokesman said that the blast occurred near Bogota's central square when the bus stopped to pick up people on their way to work.


The bus driver, Jorge Gonzalez, 44, and Juan Carlos, 39, head of the city's police personnel department, died of their injuries, said a police spokesman. He was getting onto the bus at the time of the blast.


Police believe the explosion was caused by a bomb set off by remote control or timer, said Public Order Minister Daniel Posada.


An anonymous call to Columbia's state radio and television network claimed the leftist Shining Path terrorist group carried out the attack. Posada doubted the call was genuine.


“It is still early to determine who was behind the attack,” he told reporters.

“The caller mentioned a rocket attack and not a bomb blast,” said Posada.
