NATURE TRAIL

The long-awaited Arroyo Pescadero trail head officially opened Saturday at 7531 S. Colima Road.

The $400,000 project, funded by Los Angeles County Proposition A money, is part of the preservation authority's plans for a nature preserve in the Puente Hills between Whittier and Hacienda Heights. 

The 2-acre site includes a paved parking lot, two equestrian trailers and more than 100 oak, elderberry and walnut trees have been planted. 

"I love it, and I think it's great for our city. People will be able to appreciate the wilderness for five minutes or go on a longer hike," said Councilman Owen Newcomer. "And I'd also like to thank Councilman Bob Henderson, who was very involved in this. In fact, maybe we should call it the Bob Henderson Wilderness." 

Newcomer was joined at the grand opening ceremony, held by the city and the Puente Hills Landfill Native Habitat Preservation Authority, by local officials, area hikers, bird-watchers and equestrians and area politicians. 

The trail head opening was followed by a ranger-led hike.
