LA VERNE ( A legal maneuver to remove the city's first registered high-risk sex offender from his residence near an elementary school was delayed Monday. 

Attorneys for Jonathan Pollock asked for a one-day postponement for a hearing in Marin County that could modify the terms of his probation to prohibit him from living within 1,000 yards of a school. Pollock resides in a house about 650 feet from Oak Mesa Elementary School. 

When the hearing resumes today, the Marin court will likely set a date for a future hearing of the issues, a source with the Marin County District Attorney's Office said late Monday. 

Pollock, 39, is fighting the new probation conditions, saying he has never posed a threat to children outside his home. 

"That has never been my M.O.," Pollock said Monday. "The general public, if you look at my past history, is not at risk from me. The people who would be at risk would be living in my house." 

The Los Angeles District Attorney asked a Marin County Superior Court judge Monday to modify the conditions of probation for Pollock. Those new conditions would also make it illegal for Pollock to live closer than 1,000 yards from parks or other places children might congregate, said Deputy District Attorney Gail Ehrlich. 

Pollock was convicted in 1988 of fondling two children and in 2000 of fondling a 14-year-old girl. 

Pollock said the proposed 1,000-yard limit breaks Los Angeles County's standard of requiring molesters to live no closer than 1,000 feet from schools. 

However, Los Angeles County Deputy District Attorney Kathleen Cady, who specializes in prosecuting sex crimes, said she was not aware of any Los Angeles County minimum-distance standard. 

"It will depend on the judge and some DAs may ask for a particular distance," Cady said. 

A request to transfer Pollock's probation supervision from Marin County, where he was last convicted in 2000, to Los Angeles County may also be considered, Ehrlich said. 

"It is my understanding Marin County is asking for a transfer of probation," she said. "We want to see he gets supervised." 

The request to impose new terms on Pollock's probation and transfer supervision came at the behest of the La Verne Police Department. 

"He's high risk and high risk is considered exactly that," La Verne Police Chief Ron Ingels said Monday.

Public outrage over Pollock's January move into a house about three blocks away from Oak Mesa came after police informed the community of his presence. 

Residents have held nightly protests in front of Pollock's Cork Circle Drive residence since Feb. 26. 

Pollock maintains he is not a threat, saying he is following a rigorous recovery program and obeying his conditions of probation.
